ETIQUETTE OF THE GAME OF GOLF

Members are asked to pay particular attention to
the following paragraphs — adherence to them will add
to the pleasure on the Course of all concerned.
Sometimes these injunctions are not honoured as they
should be, owing perhaps to lack of thought, or to
intense concentration by the player upon his own game
to the detriment of others.

1. No one should stand close to, or directly
behind, the ball or the hole, nor move or talk, when
a player is making a shot.

2. Whichever player has the honour should be
permitted to play before his opponent tees his ball.
3. There should be no play until the party in front
is out of RANGE.

4. Upon the result of a hole being decided,
players should forthwith leave the putting green

5. Any turf, cut or displaced by a player, should
be immediately replaced and pressed down.

6. Players should at all times play without undue
delay. Slower matches should always call faster
matches through. It is the duty of the player with
the lowest handicap to see that this code is
observed at all times.

7. 1If a delay is imminent(lost ball, etc) players in
the group should signal to the players following
them to pass, and having given the signal should

not resume play until those players have passed
and are out of range.

Team Events: Any team entered in a Teams Event of
another Golf Club Tournament or Special Event, to be
paid for by the players. Names to be entered, Match
Committee to select team. Wednesday & Saturday entry
fee $6.00 and $3.00 for 9 holes

Nearest the Pin: The winner is the ball nearest the pin
anywhere on the green. Balls not on the green are not
eligible.

Magpie Ball: The winner is the ball nearest to the pin
after the second shot.

Levy: An annual levy of $6.00 will be payable by each
Associate to cover entry fees, etc., to GV events.
Payable immediately after AGM.

Special Events: Qualifiers for finals of special events
during the year are to be drawn together and hit off 1*
Tee.

Starting Times: From the beginning of December until
the end of March Wednesday Golf starts at 9.00am.
From the first Wednesday in April until the last
Wednesday in November starting time is 10am unless
otherwise stated in the program.

Heat Rule — Saturday — If temperature is to be 28 deg. C
and over, play begins at 8.30am
